Mineral Makeup Application
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( Mineral makeup is unique and may require a slightly different technique than you’re used to. Take some time to explore different methods of application. With the health benefits and color versatility that mineral makeup offers, you won’t regret going natural. (
Mineral Foundation
When applying loose mineral foundation, the cap can be a very useful tool. Pour a small amount of foundation into it and repeatedly swirl around your Kabuki brush until the minerals have settled well into the brush (you shouldn’t see the makeup sitting on the bristles). Begin with a thin coat over the entire face; add more as needed (mineral application works best when applied in “layers” rather than all at once). For optimal coverage of problem areas such as blemishes or under the eyes, use the multi-purpose brush. The skin should be clean and dry prior to application; apply in downward strokes.
Mineral Bronzer

Pour a small amount of bronzer into the cap and swirl the multi-purpose brush into it until the minerals have settled well into the bristles. For a luminous glow, apply to areas of face where the light would naturally reflect- the bridge of the nose, apples of the cheeks, chin, and across the forehead.
Mineral Blush

Mineral blush is very concentrated, so a little goes a long way. Tap a very small amount into the cap and swirl the multi-purpose brush into it until the minerals have settled well into the bristles. Apply as desired. For a softer look, apply in small downward strokes just under the apples of the cheeks. 
Mineral Eyeshadow

This is your chance to be creative! Explore different colors and application techniques; minerals offer amazing versatility. Again, the color is concentrated; only a small amount of product is needed per application. First, choose your palette; apply individually or combine colors (base, lid and contour). Combination colors should either belong to the same color family or compliment one another. Before application, use cap to swirl the brush until minerals “warm” to the bristles. Apply a light coat, adding additional layers until the desired shade is achieved. See some traditional application techniques below: 
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Mineral Eyeliner

Mineral eyeliner requires the most attention when applying, but with a little practice you won’t regret the switch. Never again will you have to deal with melting eyeliner on a hot day, scratching your eyelid with a pencil applicator, or putting hazardous chemicals near your eyes! To apply, pour a trace amount of minerals into the cap. Saturate the bristles of the angled eyeliner brush with water and carefully rub into the minerals, making sure to maintain the integrity of the bristle shape. The consistency of the mixture should not be too watery or thick- this is easy to identify after a little practice. Apply as desired. Note: mineral eyeliner application works best on the upper eyelid. If shading on the lower lid is desired, try using mineral shadows as shown in the images above.
